REMINDER FROM THE ATTENDANCE OFFICE

Now that the first marking period has
come to a close, students should be
comfortable with the routines of school.

On November 18, 2005 the
Senior Class of 2006 will celebrate
its successful performance on the
2004-2005 Math, Reading and Writ-
ing PSSA with a breakfast from 8-9
A.M.

Why the Celebration? The
Pennsylvania System of School As-
sessment (PSSA) is used to identify
instructional strengths and weak-
nesses by academic standard. Cur-
rently the students are assessed in
the areas of math, reading and writ-
ing. Future assessments in science
and social studies could be on the
horizon. The PSSA performance
requirements are linked with No

Child Left Behind (NCLB a.k.a.
Nickel Back) annual proficiency
goals. Both NCLB and PSSA profi-
ciency goals reflect a percentage of
student achieving a score of profi-
cient or higher. There are four lev-
els of performance: Below Basic,

Basic, Proficient and Advanced.

Performance

A profi-
cient performance
level indicates the
student has a solid
understanding and
an adequate dis-
play of skills in-
cluded in the PA
Academic Stan-
dards. Advanced
performance levels
indicate an in-
depth understand-
ing and exemplary

display of skills.

2005, the NCLB
required perform-
ance levels were
35% of participat-

LCCC and Salisbury High
School have entered into a partner-
ship for the 2005-2006 school year.
Dual Enrollment, referred to as
“concurrent enrollment” in the
School Code, is an effort by the
Commonwealth to encourage a
broader range of students to experi-
ence postsecondary coursework and
its increased academic rigor, while
still in the supportive environment
of the high school. The intent is to
increase the number of students
that go onto post secondary educa-

tion and to decrease the
need for remedial course-
work at postsecondary
institutions. Dual enroll-
ment allows a secondary
student to concurrently
enroll in a post-secondary
course and to receive both
secondary and postsecond-
ary credit for the course-
work.
